Even with generous bequests over the years—some larger and some
smaller—we have also mourned the loss of many faithful givers of time, talent, and
treasure. But we are rich in generosity! Recently, we have recognized some of these
hard-working volunteers in worship and annual meeting. Our building is a ministry, as
we welcome outside groups like Girl Scouts and community WELCA to a fully handicap-
accessible, air-conditioned building. Our parish house is the site of the Feed My Sheep
Pantry. For every person in the pews on a Sunday, there is another who is supported by
this ministry. Groups gather for Bible Study and fellowship there as well. A significant
amount of our budget goes beyond the walls of this church.

It is often said that it just isn’t CH_RCH without U! The church is not a building or
a committee. It is the people that make it what it is. We need your support to grow our
ministries. We need to hear your questions and your concerns as we look toward our
future together. We are the church together. Let that continue to be true as we reach
out in love to our neighbors.
